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Do you want to be healed? 
 
I’ve been reading a familiar story lately. I’ve read and reread it. The story is 
found in John 5:1-15. You may remember the story of the paralytic by the 
pool. Jesus asks the man “Do you want to be healed?” The reply is not an 
answer to Jesus’ question … instead the man gives the ‘reasons’ why he is 
not already healed.  “I can’t get to the pool on my own.” I have no one to 
help me.” “Someone else always gets there first.” None of these statements 
answers the question he was asked by Jesus. 
 

Finally Jesus just says to him “get up, pick up your bed and walk.” As soon as the man obeys – 
he is healed. Later Jesus finds him and tells him to stop sinning or something worse could hap-
pen. This man was a paralytic for 38 years. Evidently he was not born that way – he became a 
paralytic. Jesus’ words seem to indicate that his sin played a part in his illness. 
 

God has focused me on spiritual and emotional health and health in these areas comes from 
obedience. Jesus says that if I love Him I will keep His commandments: I am to love the Lord 
my God with all my heart, with all my soul, with all my strength and with all my mind and 
love my neighbor as myself. 
 

When I refuse to obey I am saying to God: “I do not want to be healed! I am ill – let me be, 
God! I want to be sick.” But when I want to be healed, I love and forgive and care and bear 
other’s burdens, I pray – I obey! … and God heals. 
 

Sometimes I think I’m well and it is only others that are sick. And I try to take small splinters 
from their eyes … all the while I have a beam in own eye. I invite you to join me in praying 
the prayers of David found in Psalm 51 and in Psalm 139:23-24. Invite God to search your 
heart as I invite Him to search mine. 
 

The question that Jesus asks me and you every day is: “Do you want to be well?” … Well, do 
I? Do I really? What about you?
